Uniform issues:  
Thank you to all parents who have strongly supported the 
school’s uniform policy on shoes. There has been a significant 
improvement. If your son or daughter does not have leather 
shoes that cover the foot they may not be able to safely 
participate in the full range of learning activities. Safe footwear 
is an OH&S requirement. Please only purchase black leather 
shoes with a stout sole and full leather uppers for school use.  
 Also on uniform, as the weather gets cooler it is 
important that all students wear tops that are navy blue in colour 
and do not have a hood. This last point is important and has 
been part of our uniform policy for many years. The ‘no hoods’ 
condition is also an OH&S requirement. It ensures that school 
staff can quickly identify strangers on the school site by looking 
at their face. Also, it is important for teachers to be able to 
quickly recognise students, address them by name and follow 
up if there are issues.   
 Finally on uniform, the tender process for the school’s 
uniform shop is progressing. The preferred applicant has been  
 

 
selected. We expect to sign the contract soon and within a few 
weeks students will be given input into selecting the styles that 
will be on sale (we are not changing the uniform colours or 
requirements). As soon as the information is available parents 
will be informed.

Port Stephens Community Comes Together 
During Drug Action Week 

 
Port Stephens Council, in partnership with Hunter Life 
Education, Hunter New England Health and the ‘Community 
Together’ working group, will host two community forums 
during National Drug Action Week June 2008.   
 
To be staged in Raymond Terrace on June 24th and Tomaree on 
June 26th, the forums will deal with the issue of underage 
drinking and illicit drug taking among young people and the 
impact upon the community.  The Community Forums are 
supported by the Newcastle Permanent Charitable Foundation 
to encourage communities to work together to address drug 
issues across the Hunter. The discussion will involve youth  
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from across Port Stephens as well as a panel of experts from the 
Education, Health, Legal, Business, Welfare and Local 
Government sectors of the community.  
 
Speaking today, Port Stephens Council Youth Team Leader 
James Campbell said he hoped the forum would encourage a 
lively debate about what is a high profile and controversial topic. 
 
“The real experts on this topic will be the young people. They 
have first hand experience that situations like this happen in real 
life. What we are looking to do is acknowledge their opinions 
and explore some of their thinking and look at different ways to 
deal with certain situations.” 
 
A highlight of the forum will be the presentation of video works 
that address the topic of Drugs and Alcohol, which have been 
produced by local youth with the support of professional 
workers including Drug and Alcohol counsellors from Hunter 
New England Health, a co-sponsor of this initiative. 
 
Mr Campbell  says “One of the aims of the forum is to work 
together as a whole community to develop a response to the 
issue. I think it will be a real eye-opener, not just for young 
people, but for parents, teachers and anyone involved with 
young people.” 
 
“The strong partnerships being developed between community 
agencies and all local high schools who are actively supporting 
the program, has been very encouraging”.    
 
Wendy Birrell, the Secondary Educator for Hunter Life 
Education, said similar Community Forums across the Hunter 
had been a success. 
 
“We are going to step through a hypothetical situation where a 
party of under-age youths gets out of hand. What happens in 
those circumstances and how to prevent some of the problems 
that arise will be the focus of the debate,” she said. 
 
Also speaking today, Port Stephens Mayor Cr Ron Swan said 
the initiative was an innovative and proactive 
way to engage with Port Stephens youth. 
 
“Drug Action Week provides the opportunity to 
discuss what is a serious issue, in a manner that 
should provoke plenty of questions and 
hopefully a few answers as well.” 
 
“I’d like to commend the organisers for their 
approach  to  this  topic  and  very  much  look 
forward to the outcomes of the discussion.”
