Presentation Handout

What is Cyber Bullying?
Bullying which is carried out through an Interneindce such as email, chat rooms, discussion growebsites or instant
messaging. It can also include bullying througtbil@ophone technologies such as text messaging.

What are signs a child is being cyber bullied?
Common signs that may be displayed by a childgf/tare being cyber bullied include:

Spending lots of time on the internet Trouble sleeping and having nightmares
Becoming anti-social Mood swings and crying without reason
Losing friends Feeling unwell

Falling behind in school work

Some strategies to safequard your child from Ci#dlying

1. Get familiar with the websites that your kide &nequently visiting. Some of the most populae®mclude:
My Space—Saocial Networking Lime Wire—Downloads
Facebook—Social Networking Rune Scape—Game
YouTube—Videos Rate My Teacher—Forum

MSN—Instant Messaging

Getting familiar with these websites may involvauygetting your own account and spending time is¢heebsites yourself. You
can also spend time on line with your kids andthskn to show you around these sites.

2. Help your child set up their Internet profileshis way you can educate them on topics suchigaqyrand appropriateness.
Remind them that they should not be including asyspnal information such as their phone numbermehaddress or
where they go to school. Also emphasise how ingmbrit is for them to keep their passwords to thedaes. This way no
one else can access their profiles or personaisleta

3. Create and sign an Internet Contract. Thisrachshould help in setting clear boundaries araheduse of the internet for
both you and your child. This contract should &yeibe time, place and length that the internet ba accessed. Also be
clear about downloading restrictions and check wihr Internet Service Provider to see what younthly limit is. Have
your children agree to discuss with you what phaebey want to post on the net before they actyatigt them. This will
help prevent unwanted and possibly inappropria@gshfrom appearing on the net. You can refer éb Alerts “Family
Help Sheet, Internet Safety—house rules” document.

4. Encourage your children to make smart choicEscourage them to only go to websites that they deenfortable and
familiar with. Encourage them to stop chattingimalwith someone if the conversation becomes irgppate, and ask them
to tell you if this happens. Encourage them tattothers on the net as they would face-to-faceaartthey would want to be
treated.

5. Leave the computer in a public area such a$atindy room or dining room, instead of in childrerbedrooms. This allows
for easier supervision while your kids are on teé nYou can communicate easily with them whileytteeon the net and it
can help create a family friendly atmosphere wtadirenembers of the family can get involved with th&ernet at the same

time.
6. Keep your computer safe! Check out AustralifNet Alert” website_www.netalert.gov.awhere you can download free
filters and learn more about computer software, tmeheck your internet history and where to lookthe “Ladybird Seal”.
7. Keep the lines of communication open betweenamd your children. Ask them what they enjoy althetinternet. Talk

with your children about your internet experienceédso discuss the potential harms related to titernet, such as cyber
bullying, false advertising, identity theft, stramglanger, etc.

8. Encourage your children to discuss with you aoptent that they have come across on the netntladkes them feel
uncomfortable. If applicable, repor t your coneeta the Australian Communications and Media AutiiogtACMA) on
1800 226 667. Also let your children know thatythell not be in trouble if they come across inapmriate internet content
by mistake.

9. Reassure your children that you will work willetn to help overcome cyber bullying.
