Year 10 students sit their School Certificate tests

All Year 10 students have been completing their School
Certificate (SC) tests this week. On Monday it was English-
Literacy and Science. Tuesday it was Maths and Australian
History, Geography, Civics and Citizenship. Tomorrow they will sit
their Computing Skills test. Students will receive their results at
the same time that they obtain their Semester 2 School Report, at
the Year 10 Presentation Assembly, on 12 December. Most
students feel confident that they have done their best and are
looking forward to obtaining their results.

Teachers use these tests as a benchmark for performance
in the (Higher School Certificate) HSC. Comparing HSC
performance against the average student performance across the
state allows our school to determine how much ‘value-adding’ has
occurred over the two years of senior study.

lessons continue after the School

Lessons for Year 10 continue through to Friday 12 December,
when Year 10’s school year officially ends. (A letter explaining the
arrangements in detail was sent to all Year 10’s parents on 13
October. If you did not receive a copy, please contact the school.)
During the next 4 weeks some Year 10 classes will be
reorganised to ensure students are completing meaningful work.
For students intending to complete the HSC some classes will be
formed to help prepare for their Preliminary courses. At other
times Year 10 will be undertaking alternative studies, such as the
HSC: All My Own Work program, which is designed to help HSC
students follow the principles and practices of good scholarship.
This includes understanding and valuing ethical practices when
locating and using information as part of their HSC studies. This
is a mandatory course for all students undertaking the HSC.
Students can’t be entered for the HSC until this course is
satisfactorily completed. The program's content is divided into five
modules: Scholarship Principles and Practices; Acknowledging
Sources; Plagiarism; Copyright; and Working with Others. More

Teachers and others have
assisted Jemma with the planning and organisation since Jemma
successfully applied for a $5,000 grant to help fund the two-day
camp. The grant came from the Foundation for Young
Australians. The camp is open to Aboriginal students in both
primary and high school. Students will participate in art, craft,
cooking and music activities. Dr Kelvin Kong, the first indigenous
surgeon (and a former Nelson Bay High student) will be a special
guest. Jemma is to be highly commended for this fantastic
initiative.

A tax break for parents!

The Australian Government has given families with children
studying at school an Education Tax Refund (ETR) to help meet
the costs of school education (up to $375 for each _primary and
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$750 for each high school student). (See details contained in this
newsletter). The ETR is available starting this financial year and
includes the cost of laptops, textbooks, stationery and internet
connections. Receipts are required as evidence to support an ETR
claim. Families will be able to claim a 50 per cent Education Tax
Refund from 1 July 2008 for eligible education expenses. For more

Re: Textbook and Library Bond

Tomaree High is committed to providing the best education possible for all our students. So that every child receives a
quality education it is important that subject specific textbooks and library resources be available for all students.

Over the last three years the loss rate for textbooks and library resources has risen sharply. An audit showed that in 2007
alone, there were over $7500 worth of textbooks that were lost or simply not returned. This did not take into consideration
the books that were returned in such poor condition that they had to be replaced. This alarming loss of resources cannot
be allowed to continue. To do so would put at risk the learning of all students.

We need to head off an emerging culture that does not value the importance of returning school resources for others to
use. Discussions with teachers and parents, over several years, have led to the implementation of a Textbook and
Library Bond Policy (see over) to encourage the return and retrieval of loaned textbooks and library resources.

The Textbook and Library Bond Policy introduces a one-off deposit of $100 per student, refundable at the time a student
leaves Tomaree High. The aim of the bond is to reduce the loss of resources by encouraging all students to be
responsible for returning borrowed textbooks and library resources. The amount of the bond was carefully considered
against the value of resources loaned and its impact on families. The bond is a comparatively small percentage of the
total cost of textbooks loaned over the six years of schooling and is less than the total for any single year of schooling.
The P&C endorsed the amount when it endorsed the policy in May this year. Support is available for any family that
has difficulty paying the bond. Just contact the school.

Following is a table showing the estimated costs per student for the textbooks used in the core subjects. Textbooks used
in elective subjects are additional to the amounts shown. As you can see expenditure on textbooks is a significant cost in
meeting the educational needs of students. A one-off textbook and library bond will help encourage the return of
resources and if necessary help fund the purchase of new resources. This will ensure that all students have an equitable
access to school resources.

This year’s Year 11 students are the first required to pay the bond. Payment of $100 per student should be paid before
commencing their Year 12 studies — Term 4 this year. All other students should pay the bond by the beginning of next
year.

Textbook and Library Bond Policy
Rationale

Issuing Key Learning Area (KLA) specific textbooks in Stages 4, 5 and 6 and borrowing library resources are an
integral part of teaching and learning programs across the school. It is essential that KLA specific textbooks and library
resources are available for all students. The cost of maintaining these resources is large. This policy assists in the
retrieval of loaned textbooks and library resources. It ensures that these resources are well maintained and available
for all students.

Aims

e Encourage student responsibility for textbooks/library resources.
e Reduce the loss rate of textbooks/library resources.
e Maintain class set numbers of texts for incoming students.

e Ensure accurate records of student borrowing.
Encourage all students to officially sign-out when leaving school.

Implementation

1. From 2009 all incoming Year 7 students and students in Years 8-11 will be required to pay a one-off
textbook/library bond of $100. This bond will be refundable at the time the student officially signs out from
Tomaree High School.

2. Students in Year 11 2008 will be expected to pay the deposit fee of $100 by the end of Term 3 2008 in
order to receive textbooks and library borrowing rights for their Year 12 studies beginning in Term 4 2008.
This fee will be refundable at the time the student officially signs out from Tomaree High School.

3. The school will purchase a barcoder, to be stored in the school library, for faculty use. All KLA textbooks will
be barcoded and accessioned through the library system by individual class teachers using this barcoder.
All KLA textbooks will be stored in particular faculty storerooms until accessioned by students.

4. Any student in Years 7-10 who loses, damages or fails to return a textbook/library resource during the year

will be asked to pay the new price (or provide a new copy) for this textbook/library resource. Phone calls

and letters to parents will continue to be made/sent by individual class teachers and head teachers. No
replacement will be issued until the item is paid in full.

At the end of Year 12 or on signing out, any student who has not returned a textbook/library resource will

have the new cost of the text(s)/resource(s) deducted from their $100 bond.

If the textbook/library resource bond is not paid, the school may provide the following alternatives:

A list of booksellers where the text(s)/resource(s) can be purchased privately.

A copy, where available, of the electronic text.

Appropriate photocopies (copyright law allows only 10% of a text to be photocopied).

A KLA copy of the text for use in the classroom only.

Approval to pay the bond by instalments.

Families experiencing financial hardship may apply to the school for financial assistance, in the usual

manner.

Any interest earned by the school on the textbook/library resource bond will be used to:

Increase and/or improve the textbook/library resources of the school.

Purchase a supply of textbooks for students to use who find it difficult to pay the bond.
