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A great year of learning ahead 
 
Welcome to all new students (and parents) and welcome back to 
those students (and parents) who are continuing their education 
at Tomaree High. Teachers and support staff have been eagerly 
awaiting the start of the new school year, with many teachers 
preparing for their new classes since the end of last year. Much 
preparation and planning was done as a whole school and we are 
all excited about 2009 which promises to be a great year for our 
school! 
 

Double Dux!  
 
For the first time Tomaree High had two students share the 
honour of being named ‘Dux of Year 12’.  Rosie Hoswell and 
Jacquie Gordon both received a UAI (Universities Admission 
Index) of 96.5 —  fabulous results! Both students worked hard 
during their HSC year. However, they readily acknowledge that 
they couldn’t have done it without the support of family and 
friends. Rosie will be enrolling in a medical science degree. She is 
unsure of the direction she will ultimately pursue, but could well 
be a practicing GP in the future. Jacquie was awarded an $18 000 
per year Energy Australia scholarship and will study electrical 
engineering, whilst working with Energy Australia in the university 
holidays. Both students will continue their studies at the University 
of Newcastle. Congratulations to Rosie and Jacquie! 
 
Congratulations too are in order for all students who graduated 
from Year 12 last year. Attaining a Higher School Certificate is a 
crucial step for the majority of students. These days the HSC is 
very flexible in that there are a wide range of subjects, it can be 
studied over up to 5 years (pathways) and students are able to 
tailor their subject selections to suit their interests, abilities and 
aspirations.  
 
Tomaree High had 3 students completing their HSC via pathways, 
almost half the students completed one or more VET (Vocational 
Education and Training) course. Many students keen to obtain a 
UAI studied a VET course, and sat the corresponding HSC exam, 
with great results. Cooper Woodland did not request a UAI, but 
was one of our top achievers. Cooper obtained 3 Band 6 results: 
Food Technology; Tourism (that he studied through TAFE); and 
Retail Operations (studied through our school).  
 
Other high achievers who scored UAIs in the nineties include: 
Ashleigh Griffiths 94.9; Daniel McDonald 93.65; and Joel Wilson 
95.25. Because the school is not provided with students’ UAIs we 
can only report the results of students who contact us after they 
receive their individual results.  
 
Certainly we are again pleased with the performance of our 
students in this most demanding of examinations. It speaks 
volumes for the quality of our students and our excellent teachers. 
As always,  teachers will be analysing the performance of our 
students to find ways of improving in the future, we can say that 
the performance of several groups of students were excellent. 
Community and Family Studies, Food Technology, Drama, 
Software Design and Development, and Textiles and Design all 
performed well above state average. Community and Family 
Studies students in particular was outstanding. All 18 students 
gained a Band 4, 5 or 6—the top three bands. Four obtained a 
Band 6 (22% of students, compared to the state average of 9%). 
When Band 5 and 6 together was considered 67% of our students 

scored in the top 2 bands compared with 40% of the state. 
Excellent —and congratulations Mrs D’Arcy, their teacher! 
 
Well done to all students—and their parents!

School Attendance 
 
As you are no doubt aware, Government legislation requires that 
students attend school on each day that instruction is provided. 
(Education Reform Act 1990). This includes attendance at every 
lesson and participation in school activities such as athletic 
carnivals, swimming carnivals and excursions. 
 
It is the responsibility of the parent or caregiver to provide a written 
explanation of any whole day or part day absence (including 
lateness).  Notes must be received within seven (7) days or the 
absence will be recorded as “unjustified”. 
 
Acceptable reasons for absence include:- 
1. Sickness: Where the sickness is in excess of four school 

days the school may request a medical certificate. (The 
Principal may request a certificate if there are concerns 
about the notes provided by parents or caregivers). 

2. Leave: This is granted for situations (as specified by the 
Act) such as misadventure, industrial disputes and 
participation in special events.  Leave for family holidays 
outside the normal school vacation period may also be 
granted at the Principal’s discretion. If a reason for an 
absence is not accepted by the Principal (eg, for reasons 
such as shopping, hairdresser’s appointment etc) the 
absence will be deemed as “unjustified”. This applies to 
notes which do not indicate a reason for the absence. 

 
All of the above applies to lateness and other partial absences. 
 
Attendance at Tomaree High is recorded on the school’s central 
computer. Unjustified absences are noted on the school’s 

attendance register and this register, by law, cannot be altered if 
the note is received after seven days. Unjustified absences are 
referred to in relation to Centrelink payments. 
 
The School takes its legal “duty of care” responsibility very 
seriously. The school needs to be kept informed of reasons for 
absence. This may be in advance if the period of leave is to be 
extensive.

• The road into the TEC is owned by the Department of Education and Training, but provides public access. Normal
